Some Suggestions for Exercise Facilitators:

» Either print action cards on several different colors of pgper or use
marking pensin different colorsto circle the number onthe action
cards so that each team gets a set of the 12 cardsall in the same color:
red team, green team, blueteam, etc. Thisway when you review how
different teams madether choices aboutwhether an action would
Endange or Protect, you can tell how each team chose.

> To providethe oadOon which teams pod ther action cards, tape
three easel pad sized (~24Q300) pieces of paper to awall and make a
heading in big letters on each piece: Likely to Endanger, Undear, or
Likely to Protect.

> Give an 180piece of masking tape to each team so they can tape each
of thar action cardsto oneof the sectionson the boad.

» Theexercise takes about45 minutes. It can bedonein 30, butthat
does notleave much time for discussing theresults. Leave extratime
if you@e working with alarge group (> 25).

> Youd find tha teams will come to different condusonsabout
whether a given action will endange or protect. Look for those
differences and have the teams explain how they were thinking. This
often can result in alively discussion.

> Youmay want to ask aboutteamsQdecision making Bhow were they
able to arrive at onensusOwhen they were unde atime pressure?
Did some participate much more than others?

> At theend of the exercise ask, QVould anyonelike to know what the
Nonviolent Peaceforce team actudly did in this situation?0 Hand out
and review the sheet (Here@ Wha the Norwviolent Peaceforce Field
Team Actudly Did:Q
